▪ Currently in Year 2 of CMMI State Innovation Model Cooperative Agreement 

▪ Must submit an Operational Plan for Year 3 in order to be approved for 

continued funding 

– Operational Plan due December 1 

– Will include operational work plans, driver diagram, monitoring and 

evaluation plans, sustainability plans, budget, milestones and metrics 

– HCC is working closely with DCHI to develop plans for Year 3 

▪ Full budget update will be provided in November, as Grant Q3 ends Oct. 31

measures performance on quality, utilization, and
