Delaware Inf luenza  Surveilla nce 2013-2014: 
 
Week 40 marks the beginning of the 2013-2014 influenza season. There were no confirmed cases of influenza 
reported during week 40. Reports of influenza-like illness (ILI) received from participating providers, facilities, and 
institutions indicated no to relatively low levels of ILI in the community. Levels of ILI were  below the regional 
baseline of 2.0%. 
 
Level of Influenza Activity in Delaware, Week 40 :

No laboratory-confirmed cases of influenza and no reported increase in the number of cases of 
ILI. 

Influenza-like illness (ILI) is defined as patients presenting with fever of 100º F or greater, cough and/or sore throat 
in the absence of a known cause other than influenza. 

 
No Activity : No laboratory-confirmed cases of influenza and no reported increase in the number of cases of ILI. 

Sporadic:  Small numbers of laboratory-confirmed influenza cases or a single laboratory-confirmed influenza 
outbreak has been reported, but there is no increase in cases of ILI. 

Local:  Outbreaks of influenza or increases in ILI cases and recent laboratory-confirmed influenza in a single region 
of the state. 

Regional:  Outbreaks of influenza or increases in ILI and recent laboratory confirmed influenza in at least two but 
less than half the regions of the state with recent laboratory evidence of influenza in those regions. 

Widespread:  Outbreaks of influenza or increases in ILI cases and recent laboratory-confirmed influenza in at least 
half the regions of the state with recent laboratory evidence of influenza in the state.

Network:  
An ILINet (sentinel) provider conducts surveillance for influenza-like illness (ILI) in collaboration with the Division 
of Public Health and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). Data reported by ILINet providers, 
in combination with other influenza surveillance data, provide a national and statewide picture of influenza 
activity in the U.S.
