6. Requires Board to select candidates for the Chair and Vice Chair from a
nominating committee determined by the Board.

7. Board Chair andVice Chair shall serve no more than 3 consecutive terms.

8. Board members shall receive annual training on the importance of
diversity in healthcare and how diversity in the medical field reduces
health care disparities, optimizes care delivery, and increases access
to care.
